This week we also learn about some laws that have to do with 

the Tribe of Levites. The Levites’ main job was to serve 

Hashem in the Beit Hamikdosh. So, the Jewish people had 

to give a tenth of their money to the Leviyim. This would let 

them buy clothes, food and everything else they needed for 

their family. 

The next part in the Parsha talks about all the punishments 

that the Jewish people will get if they do bad things. 

Hashem will bring illness, famine, poverty and exile if they 

don’t listen to Hashem’s commandments and the Torah and 

Mitzvas. 

But, if we do a lot of good things and keep all of Hashem’s 

Torah and Mitzvas, then we will get a lot of good things.  

Moshiach will even come quicker if we do the right deeds!!!
